Our seg-
mented trip from Santa Rosa to Hopewell 
Junction gave us plenty of time to ponder the 
huge change we were making, both the sadness 
of leaving familiar landscapes and beloved 
friends and the excitement of a new adventure, 
one to which we feel quite strongly God has 
called us. 
 
We arrived after dark, but as we pulled up to 
the rectory, we saw lights on in the kitchen 
and the True Value paint we’d chosen from 
afar – called ‘Zesty’!! – on the wall and a group 
of parishioners there doing last-minute prepa-
rations – and it felt very warm and home-y.

ing; for moving boxes from house to office; for 
helping with unpacking; for instruction in the 
customs of Resurrection; for providing a first 
night bed-and-breakfast and a kitty friend for 
Hildie (and a place to watch CSI!); for meals; 
for Dutchess County tours and shopping su g-
gestions; and for general kindness and so very 
warm welcomes.

As we continue to settle in, we look forward to 
hearing your own stories of how you arrived at 
Resurrection and where you are in your Chris-
tian faith.  We look forward to listening to the 
details and sharing questions and insights.  
We’ll begin the Epiphany season together and 
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We have just completed a 30 
hour course in Training for 
Lay Chaplains which was 
sponsored by St. Luke's Epis-
copal Health Systems, sup-
ported by Episcopal Health 
Charities of the Episcopal 
Diocese of Texas, and given 
locally to 28 participants at 
Grace Church in Millbrook.  
We have joined hands and 
hearts with thousands of 
people from coast to coast 
who are learning to listen to 
God, to co-laborers with 
Christ, and to people in 
need.  
 
We both found that the 

course material has given us 
numerous new insights, not 
only in how to provide bet-
ter pastoral care when we are 
sent out with Communion 
for our parish shut-ins, but, 
perhaps even more impor-
tantly, in our own under-
standing of ourselves.  
 
We live in a society in which 
few people really listen to 
others.  As we were commis-
sioned In the Community of 
Hope, we offered ourselves 
to God in prayer that He 
will use us and go with us to 
those who are in need of a 
quiet, listening, compassion-

ate presence so that we may 
listen and respond appropri-
ately to the spiritual needs of 
those who are ill, suffering, 
lonely, and/or in pain.  We 
will accept our pastoral direc-
tion from our priests, wor-
ship weekly in our church, 
read and follow the Rule of 
St. Benedict daily, and meet 
every month or so in a Cir-
cle of Care of our fellow Lay 
Chaplains from our class.  
 
Fr. Weiler wrote our rector's 
recommendation before we 
began our classes and, at 
their conclusion twelve 
weeks later, we were very 

honored to have our new 
rectors, Roger and Libbie 
Weber, take their own part 
in the beautiful and moving 
commissioning service.  The 
interior of Grace Church 
was dim in the early evening 
twilight as each priest lit a 
candle from the Paschal 
Candle and presented it to 
their parishioner student 
saying, "Receive the Light of 
Christ. Be the Light of 
Christ."

Report on the 228th NY Diocesan Convention 

November 12 – 13th 
  
I would like to share with 
you some of what I encoun-
tered as Resurrection’s Lay 
Delegate. With our parish 
still without a rector this 
year, I was your sole repre-
sentative!  
  
I attended the Pre- Conven-
tion Caucus at Trinity 
Church, Fishkill on October 
30th - meeting other local 
delegates and clergy, listen-
ing to the presentation and 
explanation of the proposed 
budget, and hearing some of 
the candidates running for 
election to various Diocesan 
positions speak about their 
respective qualifications. It 
was sad to learn of budget 
cuts being made in ministry 
programs apparently necessi-
tated by salary increases –  
especially in the areas of 
Youth Ministry and the Con-
gregational Support Plan. 
  
As I have learned to expect 

in the Diocese of New York, 
Convention’s program, 
UNITY, was eclectic. The 
Eucharist on Friday was the 
highlight for me as hundreds 
of clergy and lay people gath-
ered in the Westchester Mar-
riott’s Grand Ballroom to 
worship Almighty God. It 
certainly wasn’t the Cathe-
dral of St. John the Divine, 
but the Holy Spirit was pre-
sent. Bishop Don Taylor 
preached what I felt was a 
spiritual and moving ser-
mon. That was in stark co n-
trast with some of the enter-
tainment provided as breaks 
during the two days of 
speeches and business – the 
most personally jarring for 
me was the Hip Hop presen-
tation by a parish in the city 
that is trying Hip Hop 
Masses for the street youth. 
  
There were no extremely 
controversial elections or 
resolutions presented for 
vote. Neither Bishop Sisk’s 
nor Bishop Roskam’s ad-

dresses were particularly in-
spiring for me. The reports 
on the work of our Prison 
Ministries and the Seaman’s 
Institute were very interest-
ing and educational. I net-
worked with other lay dele-
gates and their parish priests 
and picked up a quantity of 
brochures about various 
events and programs in the 
Diocese for the appropriate 
committees/groups here at 
Resurrection. I attended two 
workshops: one on the Win-
dsor Report and one on In-
creasing Church Member-
ship. I also took the time, as 
Resurrection’s Search Com-
mittee Chair, to speak with 
Bishop Sisk at the conclu-
sion of the Convention in 
order to personally thank 
him for giving his approval 
to our new priests, the We-
bers. 
  
Thank you for sending me 
to Convention as your dele-
gate and for my dinner at 
the Banquet Friday night. 

The evening’s entertainment 
was an Episcopal layperson 
from Connecticut who pre-
sented a series of comedy 
routines explaining Episco-
pal habits and practices – all 
the little things we do that 
we take for granted and that 
are so perplexing to a new-
comer – he was really hysteri-
cally funny! I think the en-
tire Ballroom enjoyed laugh-
ing at themselves.

She sat with us and 
gave us a few directions 
throughout the service as 
well, to make sure we were 
following their prayer book, 
which is written in Hebrew 
with English translation 
thusly reads from what we 
would consider the back to 
the front.  Most of the 
prayers and music were in 
Hebrew, but we did fairly
