Blessed Anger
Our Nooma Bible Study group watched a 
video recently entitled “Store”. Its main 
subject was anger. Here are some excerpts 
from the video that are relevant to our 
parish’s search for its mission.

“There is this low-grade boiling rage that 
many people carry around with them 
everywhere they go. Anger is simply an 
emotion. It’s your body’s way of telling 
you that your will has been blocked. What 
you want to happen isn’t happening. The 
problem isn’t anger – it’s what we do with 
it. It’s where we go with it; it’s what we 
do with it.

Jesus went into the synagogue again and 
noticed a man with a deformed hand. 
Since it was the Sabbath, Jesus’ enemies 
watched him closely. If he healed the 
man’s hand, they planned to accuse him 
of working on the Sabbath..

“Jesus said to the man with the deformed 
hand, ‘Come and stand in front of 
everyone.’ Then he turned to his critics 
and asked, ‘Does the law permit good 
deeds on the Sabbath, or is it a day for 
doing evil? Is this a day to save life or to 
destroy it?’ But they wouldn’t answer 
him.

He looked around at them angrily and 
was deeply saddened by their hard 
hearts. Then he said to the man, ‘Hold 
out your hand.’ So the man held out his 
hand, and it was restored!”

Mark 3:1-5

There’s a response to anger that is 
essentially all about us. Our pride, our 
ego, all of the ways we work so hard to 
prop up and protect and defend our 
selfish, little kingdoms. But that isn’t 
what’s going on here with Jesus. Jesus has 
identified himself with an injustice larger 
than himself. There is something divine 
about his anger because some things are 
worth getting angry about.

What does Jesus do with his anger? The 
Scripture says that he looks around at the 
religious leaders and then he says to the 
man “Stretch out your hand” and he heals 
him. Jesus’ anger leads to an act of 
healing and restoration. His anger 
increases the peace of the world. It leads 
to this good deed that makes things better.

When we’re talking about calling and 
mission, vocation and purpose, what are 
we going to give our lives to, one of the 
questions we often ask is: What do we 
love? But there’s another question we can 
ask – What makes you angry?

Jesus came and told his disciples, “I have 
been given all authority in heaven and on 
earth. Therefore, go and make disciples 
of all the nations, baptizing them in the 
name of the Father and the Son and the 
Holy Spirit. Teach these new disciples to 
obey all the commands I have given you. 
And be sure of this: I am with you 
always, even to the end of the age.” 

Matthew 28:18-20

We need to embrace the simple truth that 
we were made to give ourselves to a cause 
bigger than ourselves . . . a cause that 
increases the peace in the world . . a 
cause, a purpose, a task that makes the 
world a better place.

May you become aware of your anger. 
May you learn to channel it, to focus it, 
direct it into something beautiful. And 
may it fuel sacred acts of healing and 
restoration.

27th of that year by Bishop Potter.

After lots of determined and creative 
fundraising, groundbreaking at our present 
location took place in 1963 and our 
current church building was consecrated 
on September 27th, 1964 by Bishop 
Horace Donegan. According to at least 
one record, there were 350 people in 
attendance! Could we possibly fit that 
many in on our upcoming 45th 
anniversary?

As you gain confidence 
and begin to put into action what you 
have learned, you will discover what 
thousands of people who have taken 
this training before you have found 
out: becoming a contagious Christian 
is an unparalleled adventure!

You will have the thrill of sensing 
the Holy Spirit work through you as 
you build strategic relationships, 
raise spiritual topics of conversation, 
express what God has done for you, 
and encourage your friends toward 
commitment. When God uses you as 
part of the team that leads someone 
across the line of faith, watch out! 
You will never be the same again. 
You will experience the exhilaration 
that comes with knowing you have 
played a key role in fulfilling God’s 
central purpose on earth – “to seek 
and to save what was lost”. 

So get ready, roll up your sleeves, 
and let the adventure begin!

2007 – It’s hard to believe that it’s 
been more than a decade and over a 
million people trained since we first 
introduced this course. But along the 
way we’ve learned a lot about 
equipping Christians – especially 
those who are convinced that 
evangelism is not for them – to 
naturally and effectively 
communicate their faith. . . . Our 
prayer is that this course will serve 
you and the people in your group 
well, and that as a result God will 
use you to reach many more for 
Him.”

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Too Busy!
Time passes so quickly. Here it is Fall 
already and my summer list of things 
to be completed is far from being 
complete. The list gets longer with the 
chores that must be completed before 
Winter arrives.  I can sympathize with 
working parents of school age 
children. With the change in seasons, 
the complexity of their lives increases 
because of the countless demands for 
work, school activities, sports, and the 
coming holiday seasons. Too busy 
sums up what most of us are today.  

Sometimes, what is most important in 
our lives, is displaced by what is on 
our “LIST”.  Before we explode into 
action, we need to stop; be still; and 
take time to talk things over with the 
Father.  It’s too easy to compromise 
on prayer — putting it off for another 
day or simply tossing a few hasty 
words to God while on the run.

Frequently, we yearn for the olden 
days when life was less busy.  Have 
you ever stopped to think about how 
busy Jesus was?  Jesus was probably 
one of the busiest people ever to walk 
the face of this earth. Yet, in between 
preaching, teaching and healing, 
traveling by foot, boat or donkey, not 
to mention the necessary things like 
eating, drinking and sleeping, he 
always carved out time – large chunks 
of it – to pray.  Like the title of Bill 
Hybel’s book, Jesus was “Too Busy 
Not to Pray.”

How do you begin what threatens to 
be a tough or busy day?  John Wesley 
(recognized as the founder of 
Methodism) once said “I have so 
much to do that I must spend several 
hours in prayer before I am able to do 
it.”  What important decisions are you 
grappling with? What confusing 
choices confront you? Take time to 
talk things over with our heavenly 
Father.

Finding Common Ground
In the 9th chapter of Mark’s Gospel, we 
hear the intriguing story of Jesus’ 
disciples trying to stop a man who had 
been casting out demons in Jesus’ name. 
They seem to have become especially 
upset because the offender was not one 
of them. In the eyes of the disciples, he 
was not part of the inner circle, and he 
was acting differently from what they 
considered to be the norm.
As soon as Jesus heard about it, he 
turned the tables on his closest followers 
and rebuked their blind, unbending 
exclusiveness. He told them not to stop 
the man, because whatever good is done 
in Jesus’ name would put him in a 
situation of not speaking evil of the 
Lord. And tellingly, Jesus concluded, 
“Whoever is not against us is for us.”
Jesus made it clear that he and his 
disciples were not a little clique, 
working in a corner of life, fenced off 
from others. His world view, his God’s-
eye view, made him well aware that 
God’s actions are not limited to the 
forms with which his disciples were 
familiar.
What is the lesson in this for us? Don’t 
Jesus’ words ring true as a rebuke of our 
often blind and unbending exclusive-
ness, our arrogant assumptions that 
God’s action among us is limited to 
forms with which we are most 
comfortable and most familiar?
What Jesus taught his disciples is 
equally a lesson for us. Christians 
cannot fence themselves off from others 
who have different ways of following 
Jesus and of finding God. The one who 
is not against us is for us. The one who 
is not against Jesus is on the side of 
Christ.
In this, our Lord gives us a model for a 
broader view. There is an issue of 
tolerance. Doesn’t Jesus’ message to the 
disciples help us stop short when we fall 
into the all too common trap of thinking 
in terms of “us” and “them” – seeing 
life only from the perspective of our 
own groups?
Intolerance of the other is certainly an 
attitude that Jesus rejected in today’s 
gospel reading. Possibly, he realized 
that the disciples considered the man 
casting out demons as a threat to their 
inner-circle status. He was an outsider, 
so they tried to stop him. Jesus rejected 
this by making it clear that only in a 
more narrow sense can one be an 
outsider.

What was true for the disciples has been 
true throughout history. The world and 
the church have fought for centuries in 
such a fence-building frenzy. The 
stories of the past schisms and divisions 
are legion. And living out the tendencies 
of the same human nature, we still act 
this way in our time, don’t we?
Standing against this, Jesus’ words 
remind us that Christianity is not the 
preserve of a privileged few. He 
reminds us that no one seeking to do the 
Lord’s work is an outsider. He reminds 
us to welcome all people who are 
willing to join the journey, following 
our Lord. Over and over again, Jesus’ 
words remind us to be including – not 
excluding. Over and over again, Jesus’ 
words rebuke us when we turn against 
others because they are different. Over 
and over again, the life Jesus lived and 
the way he taught his first disciples 
remind us of the scandal of our 
divisions.
Jesus seems to be telling the disciples 
something like this: “Look for the 
commonality. Recognize that there are 
many among you who might work or 
think differently, but don’t jump to the 
conclusion that that makes them against 
you – or against me.”
He warns us against simplistic solutions 
to complex problems. He causes us to 
see that truth is always bigger than any 
one person’s, or any one group’s grasp 
of it. Jesus cautions us against 
inflexibility of thought or deed. He 
helps us embrace tolerance of a variety 
of actions and viewpoints. He helps us 
re-learn what is so easy to forget: that 
diversity is not only good; it is 
absolutely essential for the health of the 
Body of Christ.
Mark’s gospel story reinforces a belief 
that what we need in the church is less 
“either/or” and more “both/and.”
Where do we find commonality? Why 
not begin by looking to our earliest 
roots? Those who can declare that 
“Jesus is Lord” are not against us, and 
therefore are for us, and for Christ. 
Those who can follow the steps of 
Jesus, taking up their crosses and 
denying themselves for the sake of God 
and God’s children are not against us, 
and therefore are for us, and for Christ.
